Wisconsin Certification (Chapter 440.97) enacted in 1998. Under Wiscon-
sin's law, home inspectors must register with the State and pass an exami-
nation approved by the Department of Regulation and Licensing. The law 
instructs the Department to consider the use of an examination modeled 
after the National Home Inspector Examination. The law also requires that a 
home inspector perform a "reasonably competent and diligent" inspection; 
however, the inspection is not required to be technically exhaustive. Home 
inspectors are prohibited from limiting their liability from damages resulting in 
a failure to conduct a "reasonably competent and diligent" inspection. Also, 
inspectors are prohibited from performing repairs, maintenance, or improve-
ments to a structure that they have inspected within the last two years.  

The National Home Inspector Examination is cur-
rently adopted and/or recognized by 25 states for 
home inspector regulation. It is also a membership 

requirement for the American Institute of Inspectors and American Society of 
Home Inspectors; is accepted by the National Association of Home Inspectors 

and the Florida Association of Building Inspectors; and is reimbursed by the US 
Veterans' Administration for military personnel re-entering the workforce.

Immediate Attention This designates adverse 

conditions for which evaluation by a qualified indi-
vidual is recommended as soon as possible for any 
necessary modifications or corrective measures 

Comment  Explains a system or components  

situation that may require maintenance or evalua-
tion by a qualified contractor for any necessary  

modifications or corrective measures.
